There are no fees along the byway proper.

Bicycle/Pedestrian Facilities

5 Visitors to rural portions of the byway will not find sidewalks for pedestrians
or many shoulders specifically designated for bicycles. However, in rural
portions of the byway where traffic is often not heavy, bicyclists and

pedestrians can travel many stretches of the route in relative safety and
comfort.

Sidewalks are found in most towns and cities along the byway, but users
should be aware of urban traffic. Some sections of the road parallel or cross
local multi-use trails, such as the Cardinal Greenway in Richmond, the Pennsy
Trail in Greenfield, the Canal in Indianapolis and the Historic National Road
Trail in Terre Haute.

The byway also travels near places that offer attractive pedestrian
environments, such as the Hayes Arboretum in Richmond, or Circle Center
Mall and the White River State Park in Indianapolis. Many of the smaller
downtowns have a historic character conducive to browsing and "antiquing.”
Busier intersections along the byway are signalized, offering pedestrians and
bicyclists better crossing opportunities than unsignalized locations. Some
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crosswalks in urban areas could receive treatments to further improve
pedestrian travel.

Camping

Camping is available at: Big Bear Campground, Deer Ridge Camping Resort,
Doc-O-Lake, Grandpa's Farm Campground, and the KOA Kampground.

Food

The Historic National Road can offer visitors a choice everything from five-
star restaurants to local cafes. In the smaller villages outside the metropolitan
areas, new dining opportunities are mixing with traditional local fare such as
the famous "tenderloin” -- a staple Hoosier sandwich and a must for any first-
time visitor.

Special Considerations

Passenger vehicles are easily accommodated along this Byway. The well-surfaced, wide,
and generally straight highway is easily used by any automobile. It serves as a primary
route across the entire state. As such, it can accommodate tour buses and recreational
vehicles with ease. Wide shoulders, the relatively straight road, and parking arrangements
at some restaurants provide needed bus facilities.

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Driving Directions

The Historic National Road in Indiana runs east to west from Richmond, Indiana near the
Ohio border to West Terre Haute, Indiana near the lllinois border. It is most often
associated with US Route 40.

¥ To get to the byway, it is important to note that I-70 intersects the National Road
at the Indiana-Ohio border.

¥ The old National Road Welcome Center at that junction makes this a logical
starting point for visitors.

¥ Within cities, the road may acquire other names, or become part of a one-way
pair, but the Historic National Road in the Hoosier State is signed as US 40, for
most of its entire 156-mile length.

¥ Within Indianapolis, the Historic National Road is called Washington Street
(note: U.S. 40 follows 1-465 around Indianapolis).
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¥ Also note that at the western end of the byway, I-70 intersects with the Historic
National Road just west of Terre Haute, also providing a logical starting point for
visitors at the Indiana Welcome Center.

The National Road tells a vivid story of America's growth and expansion along what was
our first national highway. The road and its communities symbolize the story of western
migration and settlement in six states and beyond. Traveling from the western border of
Ohio to the eastern border of lllinois, the National Road affords a variety of experiences
for the traveler: rural beauty, small town charm and the bustle of an exemplary
contemporary city. Historic villages with traditional main streets and fine architecture are
interspersed with Indiana's agriculture landscape.

Richmond also
boasts the Indiana Football Hall of Fame. For a little nature, walk among old
growth forests at the Hayes Regional Arboretum or smell the roses at the All
American Rose Garden, located in Glen Miller Park.

The classic 1870's Indianapolis suburb on the city's east side was developed as a
traveler's get away.

The very center of Indiana's National Road is also its state capitol. Downtown
Indianapolis offers a growing array of activities and amenities. The state's best
shopping is located at the Circle Center Mall--a unprecedented historic
preservation development that incorporates building facades from the city's past
into a state-of-the-art mall experience. Indianapolis also offers gourmet dining,
an active nightlife and a sports scene. Also available are the Indiana Statehouse,
the Indianapolis Zoo, the Eiteljorg Museum of American and Indian Art, and the
Whitewater State Park.
