As a result, the
number of bicyclists that use the road is low. The highest use was when the
1996 Cycle Oregon event attracted more than 3,000 riders and support
personnel.

National Landmark, Summer Lake Rest Area, Chandler Wayside, and
Gooselake State Parks. The town of Lakeview also has sidewalks along US
395. Along the rest of the byway, pedestrians would share the shoulder of the
road with bicycles or other vehicles.

Abert Rim is the largest geological fault in North America and towers 2,500 feet
above the valley floor in the Great Basin country of Eastern Oregon's high desert.
Abert Lake, one of the world's few remaining inland seas, is at the northernmost
base of the rim. Brine shrimp are plentiful in Abert Lake and, as a result, itis a
very good place to observe a wide variety of water birds. It is not uncommon to
see mule deer traversing the mountain and country side in this area.
