Visitor Services
Bicycle/Pedestrian Facilities
The Dinosaur Diamond includes portions of the I-70 and various U.S.
Highways. Because of this, bicycle travel along the actual route may be
prohibited and/or dangerous. However, there are numerous trails off the
byway that delight visitors who come to the area. The Kokopelli Trail is
designed and built for mountain bike travel between Moab and Fruita. Foot
travel along the actual byway route is dangerous for the same reasons
bicycling is. Hiking for recreation, solitude, or sight-seeing in the area of the
Dinosaur Diamond is very popular and there are many trails that you can
follow.

There are places to camp along this byway.

Food
There are places to buy food along this byway.
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Gasoline
Gasoline is available.

Historical markers, developed overlooks, and informational kiosks are
available along the byway.

There is overnight lodging along this byway.

Special Considerations
¥ The mountain passes at Reservation Ridge on US 191 in Utah and Douglas Pass

on CO 139 in Colorado can be treacherous during winter storms. These roads are
rarely, if ever, officially closed but sometimes a few hours delay would be
prudent.

¥ All points along the Diamond are subject to snowfall with snow cover lasting
longer in the northern and higher elevation areas than in the lower elevation and
southern portions.

¥ Dinosaur trackways are difficult if not impossible to see under snow cover.

Restrictions
¥ The Cleveland-Lloyd Dinosaur Quarry is closed during the winter months.
¥ Cleveland-Lloyd Dinosaur Quarry is at the end of 13 miles of gravel road that is

accessible to family sedans in all weather except deep snow.
¥ The Mill Canyon Dinosaur Trail and Copper Ridge Dinosaur Trackway can be

reached by a couple miles of dirt road, accessible to 2-wheel drive vehicles in
good weather but not advisable for the same vehicles in wet weather.

¥ Tour buses are not able to reach Mill Canyon Dinosaur Trail and the Copper
Ridge Dinosaur Tracksite.

Seasons
Best Time to Drive

The byway can be driven year round.
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Fall
Many seasoned travelers prefer autumn months to travel this byway, due to moderate
temperatures and a relative lack of crowds.

High Season
Summer is the busiest time to drive the byway.

Shoulder Season
April, May, September, and October are especially nice times to drive and explore
the many features of the byway.

Spring
The byway is quite pleasant during spring, especially in the warmer southern
sections of Utah. Moab is a popular Spring Break destination, however. Travelers
should be especially prepared for sudden changes in the weather in spring.

Summer
It can be very hot during the midsummer months along the byway.

Winter
During the winter months, the southern section of the byway near Moab is still
enjoyable for activities such as hiking.

Driving Directions
The Dinosaur Diamond Prehistoric Highway travels through two states (Colorado and
Utah), creating a loop that resembles a diamond shape. The byway begins in Grand
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Junction, CO and travels west through Moab, Green River, Price, Vernal, then crosses
back into Colorado to Rangely, Fruita, and back to Grand Junction. The byway can be
followed to the north going in a counterclockwise direction, or to the west, going in a
clockwise direction. ###Colorado Section### The Colorado section of the Dinosaur
Diamond travels through the western portion of the state. * Start at the Utah-Colorado
border on US-40. * Turn south onto CO-64 at Dinosaur and continue to Rangely. * From
Rangely, travel south on SR 139 to Loma. * From Loma, travel east to Fruita on US 6
and Grand Junction. * To loop back to the UT section, travel west on I-70 to the UT/CO
border, where this section of the byway ends. ###Utah Section### ####UT/CO Border
via I-70 to Moab#### * The Utah Section starts at the UT/CO border on I-70. Go west. *
Take exit 212, the eastern Cisco exit, and turn left over the Interstate. * A mile and a half
west of Cisco is the three-way junction with UT-128. *Turn left and head south toward
the Colorado River, Castle Valley, and Moab. * At the intersection with US 191, turn left
(south) to reach Moab, UT. ####Moab, UT to Green River, UT#### * Turn right (north)
onto US 191 and cross the Colorado River. * Continue north to Crescent Junction and
I-70. * Take I-70 west past Green River, UT. ####Green River, UT to Price, UT#### *
Two miles west of Green River, UT turn north at exit 156 onto US 6/191. * Head north
towards Price, UT, about 60 miles northwest. ####Price, UT to Duchesne, UT#### *
From Price, continue north and west on US 6/191 through the town of Helper. * Four
miles north of Helper is where US 6/191 splits. Take the right-hand turn onto US-191 that
goes down and over the Price River, the railroad tracks, and around the coal-fired power
plant you see there. * Continue on US-191 44 miles up Willow Creek Canyon, up and
over Reservation Ridge with a pass at just over 9,000 feet above sea level, and down
through Indian Canyon to the town of Duchesne, UT in the Uintah Basin. ####Duchesne,
UT to Vernal, UT#### * A few blocks after crossing the Strawberry River, there is a stop
sign that divides US 191 from US 40. * Turn right and head east on US 40 through
Myton at the Duchesne River bridge and then through Roosevelt. * US 40 continues on
into Vernal ending up on Main Street. ####Vernal, UT to UT/CO Border#### * Take US
40 east for 12 miles to reach Jensen, UT. * Continue east across the bridge over the
Green River. * Travel 18 miles to UT/CO border where this the Utah section of the
byway ends.

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¥ Continue on I-15 through Salt Lake City,
Draper, over the point of the mountain, Lehi,
and past Orem and Provo.

¥ Take US 6 toward Price.
¥ At the junction of US 191 and US 6 the byway

begins. You can turn onto US 191 to proceed
on the byway toward Duchesne and Vernal, or
continue on US 6 to take the byway through
Price and on to Green River and Moab.

Merge
onto I-70 East via the ramp on the left toward
Grand Junction and drive for 4.1 miles. Take
the CO-340 Exit (Exit 19) toward Fruita and
drive for 0.3 miles. Turn right onto CO-340
East and follow for 2.3 miles. Turn slight
right onto Rim Rock Drive and follow for 0.2
miles until you arrive at the northwest
entrance to Colorado Nat'l Monument.
